Have a career technical education (CTE) program GPA of at least 3.0 (either at OSTC or a
district CTE program).

4. Intend to pursue studies at a two- or four-year college/university, apprenticeship or trade
school.

2. Your application must include the following items:
a. A copy of your high school or college transcript.
b. A minimum of two letters of recommendation from a teacher, counselor or employer,
etc.

OSTC graduates must
have a letter from a current instructor. You MUST use the Recommendation Form provided.*
